Activism: Children in Prison Initiative (see attachment)
Children of imprisoned women in Zambia face a terrible dilemma of being imprisoned themselves or abandoned on the streets. There are currently 67 children below the age of 4 in the Zambian prisons. The government allows the children up to age 4 to be with their mothers if there are no other options for care of them. However, the government cannot afford to feed and clothe them, or in generally insure their basic needs and rights are met. They are often ill, suffer from malnutrition and other problems. The ‘Children in Prison Initiative’ provides both immediate humanitarian intervention and also is looking to provide support through a shelter for children with no-where else to go. Children in Prisons Initiative works to improve the lives of children in and out of prison. We started working with the children in 2006, and our point of departure is that children should be with their mothers as long as they are small, and they should keep in close contact with their mother if she is still in prison and they are outside of prison when they grow older.
